-If an eligibility concern arises and a player is not able to present an id to prove his
identity and match it with his name on the score sheet, he/she will be ineligible to

play at that time.

3. INDIVIDUAL PLAYER FEES
1. $15.00 per player up to 10 players (any players after 10 are free of charge but
must still have a player card on file
2. All team player cards must be submitted to the Sports Office prior to the season’s
first game; failure to submit your team’s individual player cards may result in game
forfeiture or being dropped from the league (no refunds)
