3.           RULE/ADMINISTRATIVE CHANGES 
A.  MERCY RULE 

        MPS leagues will have a 15 run mercy rule after five complete innings.  If at any time after 
the completion of the fifth inning a team leads by 15 runs the game is over. 
Exception: If the time limit has not expired, the game can continue if both managers agree. 

B.   ARC LIMIT (PITCHING HEIGHT) 
       The ASA has changed the arc limit of the pitch to 6ft – 10ft.  (previously was 6ft – 12ft) 
C. PLAYER FEES   
        $15.00 per player up to 15 players (any players after are free of charge)

4.      ALL-CITY TOURNAMENT 

A. Date:  August 16th – August 20th  
B. Teams can add players at any time during the season, however, in order to be tournament 

eligible, the player must be added by Friday, June 25, 2010. 
C. $25.00 Registration Fee for tournament due by June 30, 2010. 
D. 1st Place from all Men’s Social & Twilight leagues will get an automatic bid into Social 

Division Tournament  
E. Tournament Eligibility: 

- Teams can add players at any time during the season, however, in order to be   
   tournament eligible, the player must be added by Friday, June 25, 2010. 

 
- CLASSIC TWO Rule:  Men’s twilight & starlight teams may not have more the  

TWO players on their team roster who currently participate or who have participated 
in the “Classic Leagues” in 2009.  This will be strictly enforced!  Any games played 
with more than two “classic league” players will be forfeited.

city tournament, the player must inform our office which team he will play with for 
the tournament by July 30, 2010.
